3. Introduction 
· The start of the New year is a good time to reflect on many things which most people do and practice. 
· What kind of things do we always reflect on ?
· We can be pulled into a tendency of comparing ourselves a lot with others – trying to cross the wrong Jordan / someones’s else Jordan hence the script becomes very difficult and sometimes catastrophic
· We all have different pathways in life and therefore need to recognise this uniqueness other than leaving and walking the wrong pathways. 
· However, we can follow the same principles with much success.  Hence the motivation of this devotion “crossing your Jordan”. 
· Questions: What is your Jordan? Examples Joseph, Abraham there are common precedents on crossing your Jordan. 

4. Fire scripture: Joshua 3 - Crossing the Jordan

[bookmark: _Hlk218190211]3 Early in the morning Joshua and all the Israelites set out from Shittim and went to the Jordan, where they camped before crossing over. 2 After three days the officers went throughout the camp, 3 giving orders to the people: “When you see the ark of the covenant of the LORD your God, and the Levitical priests carrying it, you are to move out from your positions and follow it. 4 Then you will know which way to go, since you have never been this way before. But keep a distance of about two thousand cubits[a] between you and the ark; do not go near it.”
5 Joshua told the people, “Consecrate yourselves, for tomorrow the LORD will do amazing things among you.”
6 Joshua said to the priests, “Take up the ark of the covenant and pass on ahead of the people.” So they took it up and went ahead of them.
7 And the LORD said to Joshua, “Today I will begin to exalt you in the eyes of all Israel, so they may know that I am with you as I was with Moses. 8 Tell the priests who carry the ark of the covenant: ‘When you reach the edge of the Jordan’s waters, go and stand in the river.’”
[bookmark: _Hlk218190370]9 Joshua said to the Israelites, “Come here and listen to the words of the LORD your God. 10 This is how you will know that the living God is among you and that he will certainly drive out before you the Canaanites, Hittites, Hivites, Perizzites, Girgashites, Amorites and Jebusites. 11 See, the ark of the covenant of the Lord of all the earth will go into the Jordan ahead of you. 12 Now then, choose twelve men from the tribes of Israel, one from each tribe. 13 And as soon as the priests who carry the ark of the LORD—the Lord of all the earth—set foot in the Jordan, its waters flowing downstream will be cut off and stand up in a heap.”
14 So when the people broke camp to cross the Jordan, the priests carrying the ark of the covenant went ahead of them. 15 Now the Jordan is at flood stage all during harvest. Yet as soon as the priests who carried the ark reached the Jordan and their feet touched the water’s edge, 16 the water from upstream stopped flowing. It piled up in a heap a great distance away, at a town called Adam in the vicinity of Zarethan, while the water flowing down to the Sea of the Arabah (that is, the Dead Sea) was completely cut off. So the people crossed over opposite Jericho. 17 The priests who carried the ark of the covenant of the LORD stopped in the middle of the Jordan and stood on dry ground, while all Israel passed by until the whole nation had completed the crossing on dry ground.

5. The lessons
a) The Characters – God, Joshua (Leader/ Father), the people, the Priests
b) There was a mission. The mission was not to cross the Jordan only. Crossing Jordan was a pathway to the bigger mission. 
c) God gave instructions in addition to the mission.  Joshua 3:4 Then you will know which way to go, since you have never been this way before.
· God gave very few instructions but were precise to the people – Consecrate yourselves
· to the priest – lead the journey by carrying the ark of the covenant, I am intrigued how it wasn’t one priest? 
· Joshua summarised this by saying Listen to the Word of the Lord. 
· See, the ark of the covenant of the Lord of all the earth will go into the Jordan ahead of you.  The Word of the Lord will go ahead of you. 
d) As MAGH – we are called to be high priests. To live a consecrated life. 
· God loves covenants. There are several covenants we can make with God. 
· To make to your mission / destiny you have to cross your Jordan and crossing your Jordan requires a structure. 
· A structure in connecting with God through the Word, Prayer, Obedience, through Jesus Christ. 
· As we connect in these dimensions – we express Luke 2:52

6. For this new year
· What spiritual structures do you need to connect with, equip and be empowered with? 
· Crossing the Jordan is not the mission? 
· Crossing the Jordan is everyday leaving 
· Let’s not deter from the main mission that God has called us. 
· Crossing the Jordan is part of the process. 
· There will be turbulences and obstacles
· These are the Jordans that need to be crossed with ease through a consecrated life. 
· As you write you new year structures and resolutions – make sure your spiritual structure controls the physical structure.
· Need to read the entire WORD this year? 
· Need to have a structured fasting life?
· Need to have a structured work life balance, structured family leadership life?
· The priest, the Word and Covenantal living helps us to cross the Jordan as we bridge the gap to the mission. 

7. We have a double covering through the Holy spirit
John 16: 7 But very truly I tell you, it is for your good that I am going away. Unless I go away, the Advocate will not come to you; but if I go, I will send him to you.
John 16: 13 - 12 “I have much more to say to you, more than you can now bear. 13 But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all the truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come. 14 He will glorify me because it is from me that he will receive what he will make known to you. 15 All that belongs to the Father is mine. That is why I said the Spirit will receive from me what he will make known to you.”

2. For those without their year structures - pray for wisdom to be able to generate one
3. For those crossing a Jordan and need a structure – Please feel strengthened call  men here and make a prayer team to assist you cross that Jordan.
