The Lord your God did to the Jordan what he had done to the Red Sea[b] when he dried it up before us until we had crossed over. 24 He did this so that all the peoples of the earth might know that the hand of the Lord is powerful and so that you might always fear the Lord your God.”

Reestablish, build the broken altars 
Lesson: Generation recognition / blessings
Prayer point 3 – Praying into the restoration of any broken altars, covenants, teach our generations things of God

Joshua 6 – The Fall of Jericho
Lesson: Obedience, declaration and praise before it physically manifests drives the enemy away. 
Prayer point 4: - Prophetic declarations for your year themes/plans

Joshua 7 – Achan’s sin
Lesson: Consequences of disobedience and true repentance
Lessons: Certain you can’t reach need to consecrate and go beyond normal – Example Daniel
