“Now to Him who is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work within us,” - Ephesians 3:20

Ephesians 3:20, God invites us to shift our attention from ourselves “Now to Him”. He calls us to look pass our limitations of our imaginations and to the God of the immeasurably more. 
He is Able..

— 2 Timothy 1:12
“So now, brethren, I commend you to God and to the word of His grace, which is able to build you up and give you an inheritance among all those who are sanctified.” — Act 20:32 
To do Immeasurably More
