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Interceding for our Leadership in the Marketplace 

 
Testimony #1: 
 
 
We can Pray for Wisdom and Sensitivity 
 
That we represent Christ well — in love and discernment, not pressure or conflict. 
 

• James 1:5 – “If any of you lacks wisdom, you should ask God, who gives generously to all 
without finding fault, and it will be given to you.” 
 
→ Pray for wisdom in how to express faith with grace and balance. 

 

• Colossians 4:5–6 – “Be wise in the way you act toward outsiders; make the most of every 
opportunity. Let your conversation be always full of grace, seasoned with salt...” 
 
→ Ask God to help our team’s words and actions reflect kindness and grace. 

 
**Let’s Pray 
 
We can Pray for a Spirit of Love and Unity 
 
Even if not everyone shares our faith, unity and peace can still reign in our workplace. 
 

• John 13:34–35 – “A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you 
must love one another.” 
 
→ Pray that our love for others, regardless of belief, speaks louder than any words. 

 

• Romans 12:18 – “If it is possible, as far as it depends on you, live at peace with everyone.” 
 
→ Pray for peace and mutual respect among team members. 

 
**Let’s Pray 
 
We can Pray Against Spiritual Opposition (with the Right Heart) 
 
Yes, spiritual opposition is real — but remember that our “battle” is not against people. 
 

• Ephesians 6:12 – “For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, 
against the authorities... against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms.” 
 
→ Pray with the understanding that this isn’t about coworkers, but spiritual resistance to 
God’s work. 

• 2 Timothy 2:24–25 – “And the Lord’s servant must not be quarrelsome but must be kind to 
everyone, able to teach, not resentful.” 
 
→ Ask God to help us stand firm in faith, yet remain gentle and kind. 

 
**Let’s Pray 
 
We can Pray for God’s Presence and Favor 
 
We can still invite God’s presence into the workplace through our character, excellence, and quiet 
prayer. 
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• Matthew 5:14–16 – “You are the light of the world... let your light shine before others, that 
they may see your good deeds and glorify your Father in heaven.” 
 
→ Pray that our light shines through integrity, compassion, and excellence. 
 

• Philippians 2:14–15 – “Do everything without grumbling or arguing... then you will shine 
among them like stars in the sky.” 
 
→ Pray for our team to notice Christ’s love through our actions, not just words. 

 
**Let’s Pray: 
 

“Lord, thank You for placing us where we are. Give us wisdom and grace in how we share 
Your love. Help us to be sensitive and respectful to others while standing firm in faith. Let Your 
presence be known through peace, excellence, and kindness. Protect us from spiritual 
opposition, and let everything we do bring glory to You. In Jesus’ name, Amen.” 

 
While we might feel pressure and we will be challenged as we walk into ministry in the workplace - 
God will help us in mysterious ways. 
 
Testimony #2: 
 
We need to continue to pray for wisdom and guidance for leaders in the marketplace, in particular for 
the workplaces that are trying to be more Kingdom focussed and Christ-led and are getting push 
back. 
 
**Let’s Pray to intercede in this space – for wisdom and guidance for us and these leaders. 
That they we may lead and mentor our staff and colleagues in a Christ like way and extend 
God’s Kingdom in our work places.
