
Title: The theology of Thanksgiving- pt2
Psalm 100:4 -“Enter his gates with thanksgiving and his courts with praise…” 1 Thessalonians 5:18 - “Give thanks in all circumstances; for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.” 
Thanksgiving is the posture of the hearts that are after God’s heart, “Deep calling unto the deep” drawing closer into intimacy, maturity, and with joy in God.
· Thanksgiving opens the doorway and awakens our hearts to praise Him
Thanksgiving shifts our focus from self to God and stirs our souls into worship.
Psalm 103:2 – “Praise the LORD, my soul, and forget not all his benefits.”
Psalm 100:4 – “Enter his gates with thanksgiving and his courts with praise…”
Deuteronomy 8:2 – “Remember how the LORD your God led you all the way in the wilderness…”
Lamentations 3:22–23 – “Because of the LORD’s great love we are not consumed, for His compassion never fail, they are new every morning; great is Your faithfulness”

Psalm 77:11 – “I will remember the deeds of the LORD…”
1 Chronicles 16:12 – “Remember the wonders he has done…”
Psalm 95:1–2 – “Let us come before him with thanksgiving and extol him with music and song.”
Hebrews 13:15 – “Through Jesus, therefore, let us continually offer to God a sacrifice of praise…”
Psalm 107:22 – “Let them sacrifice thank offerings and tell of his works…”
2 Corinthians 9:11–12 – “Many expressions of thanks to God.”
Psalm 9:1 – “I will give thanks to you, LORD, with all my heart; I will tell of all your wonderful deeds.”

· Thanksgiving Strengthens Our Trust in God
Thanksgiving does not deny the pains; but affirms God’s sovereignty and faithfulness in the midst of our circumstances and challenges.
Psalms 18:30 –“As for God, his way is perfect: The LORD’s word is flawless; he shields all who take refuge in him.
1 Thessalonians 5:18 – “Give thanks in all circumstances; for this is God's will for you in Christ Jesus.” 
Habakkuk 3:17–18 – “..Though the olive crop fails and the fields produce no food; Yet I will rejoice in the LORD…”
Romans 8:28 – “And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose”
Job 1:21 – “The LORD gave and the LORD has taken away; blessed be the name of the LORD.”
Philippians 4:6–7 – “By prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God…”
Lamentations 3:22–23 – “Because of the LORD’s great love we are not consumed…”

· Thanksgiving realigns our hearts  to His and gives us Perspective
Thanksgiving and gratitude realigns our vision, helping us see life through the lens of God’s purposes rather than our problems. 
2 Corinthians 4:16–18 – “For our light and momentary troubles are achieving for us an eternal glory…”
Philippians 4:6–7 – “With thanksgiving, present your requests to God…”
Colossians 3:15 – “Let the peace of Christ rule… and be thankful.”
Psalm 50:23 – “Those who sacrifice thank offerings honor me…”
2 Corinthians 4:16–18 – “What is seen is temporary, but what is unseen is eternal.”
Romans 8:28 – “And we know that in all things God works for the good…”

Prayer: 
“Therefore, just as you have received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to walk in Him, rooted and built up in Him, established in the faith as you were taught, and overflowing with thankfulness” - Colossians 2:6-7
